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 2010 – 2011 Tour/Tech Ryder

On behalf of Dan Brown Jr, we would like to say hello & thank you for scheduling an event with us!!! The document you are about to read is designed to ensure clear communication between all parties evolved in an evening with Dan Brown Jr.

DBJ strives to further the Gospel of Jesus Christ through music, media and spoken message. Although circumstances beyond our control could, may, and will arise, we hope this tour Ryder will eliminate as many issues as possible and make the event fun and up lifting for everyone.
Please read through this Ryder carefully, take special care in seeing that all needs are met as best as possible and thank you again for partnering with DBJ for your event. It’s Gonna Rock!
Production Needs:
1. A professional quality sound system capable of providing several thousand watts of power. (Mackie, JBL, EV, Bose, Yamaha, and so on…) The system should have separate highs/horns/, Mids and Subs. (We try to avoid using, Nady, Samson, Realistic, Behringer and other like products.) The sound system should be equipped with compression, gates, and vocals FX, have independent monitor mixes and plenty of EQ.
2. Professional quality microphones. We prefer Shure or Sennhesier mics as these mics work best. (Again, we try to avoid using, Nady, Samson, Realistic, Behringer and other like products.)

3. 4 floor monitors are needed. One for DBJ (Main Vox & Guitar), one monitor for the bassist and two monitors for the drummer.
4. A professional sound engineer will be needed. Someone who is trained in live/rock applications and not just overall Sunday services.
5. DBJ will personally, actively and directly conduct the sound check.
Electrical:
1. We require a “separate” circuit for our live rigs/gear. (The guitar rig and bass rig have to be on a separate circuit than the sound and lights. This will prevent flipping the breaker during the concert.) 
Volunteers: Volunteers are greatly appreciated. Please have volunteers meet the band upon arrival for load in. At the end of the evening, please have all volunteers wait to assist the band until all gear/merch has been packed in road cases and is ready to load. One or two additional volunteers will be needed to assist with the merchandise table during the concert.
Meals & Hospitality: The band really appreciates hospitality as we are on the road with our wives and sometimes kids. Please have dinner for 5-8 ready right after sound check. (Approximately and no later than 90 minutes before the start time) The band loves to share meals with all involved with the evening as long as there is enough for everyone to enjoy.

The band tries to stay healthy on and off the road so we have supplied a list of favorite meals.
Meals Suggestions: These are just suggestions to help point you in the right direction and are in no way a must.
1. Pasta w/marinara sauce, garlic bread (no butter) and veggies for a side & water to drink.
2. Steak w/garlic mash potatoes (no butter) and greens & water to drink.
3. BBQ anything, corn on the cob for side & water to drink.
4. Cesar salad w/chicken and water to drink
5. Fruit dishes are great. Strawberries, Grapes, Apples, Oranges Pears & water to drink will do nicely.
6. Assorted nuts, walnuts and peanuts & water to drink.
7. Any snacks or left-overs are great after a concert and much appreciated.

***The band also enjoys, Subway, Quizno’s, Panera Bread, and Atlanta Bread Co.
**THE ONLY MUST HAVE BEVERAGE**
Directly before the concert DBJ requires: 1 Venti, Chai Tea Latte, made w/non-fat milk, 2 ½ pumps of Chai and heated to 180 degrees from the nearest Starbucks. Price: $4.50
Dressing Room: 

1. A secure room w/bath will be needed before the event for the band to relax, dress, pray and prepare for the event. Room should accommodate 8-12 People. 
2. Several bottled waters would be appreciated in this room.
Lodging or Host Family:
1. Please reserve 3 separate rooms at a nationally recognizable hotel chain near the venue or near the main highway.
2. If hotel lodging is not in the budget. Please provide 1 host family for the band. We love staying with host families as long as there is enough room for every one to be comfortable. (including the host family and band) The host family should be on-fire christians, non-smokers and non-pet owners.
3. We can also stay at the church if the facility is prepared for this.

Travel: Currently the government mileage rate is $.55 per mile, or $55.00 per every 100 miles traveled. The band does require mileage at this rate (2 ways) to every event.
Promotion: Although we believe all advertisement works, we know that grass-roots and word of mouth works the best when combined with traditional techniques. If the event is not advertised well it will not succeed in numbers. Here are a few steps you can take to ensure a successful turn out.
Step 1. Print out (from our website) and display the 11 x 17 posters all over your church, partnering churches, youth group area and several local Starbucks, Panera Bread and all other local hot spots at least 3 weeks before the event. (Advertise, Advertise, Advertise!!!)

Step 2. Display the Overhead Graphic on the main screens before and after services at least 3 weeks before the event.

Step 3. Play the free mp3 "You" from our new CD, "My Hero" before/after or during the countdown at least 2 weeks before the event.
Step 4. Use myspace, facebook, craigslist, twitter and all other on-line resources to spread the news and make the event a success.

Step 5. At the last service before the concert, have the Sr. Pastor or Youth Pastor give one final push for the event w/ the Overhead Graphic on Display

Ticket Sales:  Some events DBJ may require that the venue make available presale tickets as part of its promotion campaign.  The band and venue will split the ticket sales 50/50.

Merchandise: DBJ requires the use of an 8 x 3 table for merchandize and 4 chairs.  We have t-shirts, buttons, stickers, CD’s and other great merchandise to generate revenue. ***Please note: The band keeps 100% of all merchandise profits. We have an extensive merchandise set-up and need plenty of room in the back of the venue of in the hallway directly outside the venue.
Multi-band line-ups: DBJ as participated in many events and has had tons of great experiences. We have also had our share of not do great experiences. (Theft, damaged goods and gear, egos and rock star attitudes) In the event of a multi-band performance/line-up, DBJ does not under any circumstance, ever use other bands equipment/gear. Period. In addition, DBJ does not under any circumstance, ever allow the use of his band’s equipment/gear. Period. This is 100% a deal breaker because insurance will not cover any damage under this scenario.
Payment/Finances: DBJ does not require a flat fee for any concert ever. The concert itself is 100% FREE!!! We believe the Lord will and does provide. However, we only and must require the following:
1. A love offering – taking in the middle of the concert (Facilitated by the Sr. Pastor)
2. Mileage to and from the event at $.55 per mile or $55.00 per $100 miles travled
3. 1 meal - enough for the band and families before the concert (1 Venti Chai Tea Latte made to order. See above)
4. 3 Hotel Rooms or a Host Family or a secure private area at the venue for the band to sleep.
We stand firm in the faith of Jesus Christ and pray that the Lord blesses you in all you do. We look forward to our upcoming event with you and pray that thru this event people come to know the risen Lord Jesus. May God keep you and your ministry under His protective wing!
